facturing Polley, so that the 
fl.rst phase of development 
can start. 

The CoE will work to­
\Vards transfer of technolo­
gy and provide product tes­
ting support. "Infrastructu­
refortestlngandotherrequ­
trements w1tb a fUlly 
ftrncttonal testing lab which 
wlllbe usedbytheBureauof 
Ind.Ian Standards (BIS) will 

be developedat the centre. It 
\vlll be eqUlpped with a tool 
room and component libra­
ry,"Kumar said. 

Re addedthatonceestab­
lished, flve products, inclu­
ding chargers, power banks 
and wireless power banks, 
LED and speakers based on 
11thlum-1on cells w1ll be de­
velopea and tested during 
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the flrst year. Four products 
w1llbe developed during the 
secondyear, includingbatte­
ry monitoring system for 
electric vehicles, solar 
plants and solar system bat­
tery pack, whereas, GPS na­
vigation system, UPS sy­
stem, sount1meter and tick­
et vend.Ing machines are 
proposed tobedevelopeddu­
ring the th1rdyear. 

"Other than services to 
tbe electronics industry, fa­
cllltles for sklll develop­
ment 1n electronic system 
design and development 

w1ll also be provided at the 
CoE. It w1ll also provide 
standardization and testing 
support for tn-eountry and 
global needs," Kumar ad­
ded. 

The project ts being imp­
lemented by the Centre for 
Development of Advanced 
Computing, Nolda 1n colla­
boration with the Indian 
Cellular and Electronics As­
sociation (ICEA) at an esti­
mated cost of Rs 16.76 crore. 
Of this, the Centre's share ts 
Rs B.55 crore, while the UP 
government and ICEA w111 
contribute Rs 2.85 crore and 
Rs5.36 crore respectively. 

"The project tmplemen­
tatlon period had been flxed 
at36monthsfrom December 
30, 2020, and therefore, the 
CoE ts well on course to be 
c.ompleted by the last week 
of Decem bet; 20?.3. The 
objectives of the CoE are ai­
med at design and develop­
ment of products related to 
the power bank lndustry, 
mobile handset accessories 
and electronics applica­
tions," theACS said.
