State to start generating
34,500 MW in 2022: Min
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Lucknow: UP power mini-
ster Shrikant Sharma on
Friday said that the state go-
vernment managed to stop
migration of people from the
state by ensuringregular po-
wer supply to households in
thelast four vears. The mini-
ster made the statement on
the completion of four-year
ruleof BJP in the state.

The minister also anno-
unced that the power genera-
tion capacity of state would
be scaled up from 26,937 MW
at present to 34,500 MW in
2022.

Sharma said that while
in the last four vears, electri-
city connections were provi-
ded to maximum house-
holds, the state government
was working towards achie-
ving the aim of wheeling in
round the clock power supp-
lv across the state. As on da-
te, the state government was
providing electricity supply
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as per the roster. Sharma sa-
id the rural areas were get-
ting 54% more power than in
the previous state govern-
ment. Especially farmers
were getting power supply
for Irrigation purpose bet-
ween 7am and 5pm, he said.
Sharma added that the state
government gave more tube-
well connections incompari-
son to previous Samajwadi
Party government.
Lashingout at the previo-
us state government for sig-

ning expensive power pur-

chase agreements, Sharma
said that the power depart-
ment was working towards
lesseningline losses and ma-
King arrangements for chea-
per power supply. He further
said that the transmission
capacity of the state increa-
sed from 16348 MW to 25,000
MW. At the same time, the
import capacity has increa-
sed from 7,800 MW in 2016-17
to 14,600 MW at present.
Sharma said that the sta-
te government managed to
meet the peak demand of ne-
arly 23,800 MW, which was
more than what was the case
in the previous govern-
ments. He also underlined
power department initiative
to waive fixed charge of in-
dustrial and commercial
consumers in the aftermath
of novel coronavirus pande-
mic. He reiterated that the
power department extended
the One Time Settlement
(OTS)scheme tillMarch31in
abid to facilitate consumers.
