India has improved its ranking in the latest Global Innovation Index (Gil), 

moving up ti.vo positions to 46, the 2021 report released Monday sho1hred. 

India has seen a rising trajectory over the past several years, improving its 

rank significantly from 81 in 2015. 

"The consistent improvement in the Gil ranking is owing to the immense 

kno\vledge capital, the vibrant start-up ecosystem, and the amazing \Vork 

done by the public and the private research organizations," Niti Aayog, 

the government's think tank, said in a statement.

(WIPO). Among Asian economies, South Korea jumped to the fifth 

position, up from 10 last year. China was in the 12th position. 

India attributed its improved perfo1mance due to the pivotal role played 

by the Department of Atomic Energy, the Department of Science and 

Technology, the Department of Biotechnology and the Department of 

Space.
