According to the report, while 5G will support the 1netaverse ecosyste1n , the 

en1ergence of 6G will enhance 1netaverse use cases. 

It said the gaining seg1nent is one of the seg1nents where early use cases of 

1netaverse are expected. 

The report 1nentioned that gaining is at an early stage in India and nlobile 

gan1ing is being driven by nlobile phones due to the e1nergence of affordable 

sn1artphones and 4G data services. 

"Mobile inten1et re1nains the key 1neditun for Indian users to go online, given 

relatively low fixed broadband penetration. The share of nlobile gan1ing in 

online gan1es is expected to increase in future ," the report said. 

The report added that India is one of the leading countries in the world in 

tenns of ntunber of hours spent on nlobile per day but it has low penetration 

of fixed broadband co1npared to global peers, which will be key to realise the 

full potential of 1netaverse. 

11\iVhile it is too early to detennine the in1pact of1netaverse on Indian telcos' 

revenues, we believe Bharti Airtel (with 17°/o of revenues fro1n fixed line) and 

Jio are well placed to benefit fro1n surge in data usage driven by nletaverse in 

the latter half of this decade

11 the report said. 

The report projects fixed broadband penetration in India to increase to nine 

per cent in the current fiscal 22E fro1n 6.8°/o in FY20. 

"Vve expect the penetration to increase further to 12.6°/o by FY25E driven by 

continued de1nand for data and telcos ' push to i1nprove utilisation rate of 

their fibre infrastructure," the report said.
