Lucknow: After Varanasi, a new
compressed biogas(CBG)plant is
taking shape at Shri Mata Ji Gos-
hala in Barsana, Mathura.

After the ‘bhoomi poojan’
for the compressed bio gas plant
in Barsana, the construction
work is continuing at a fast pace.
About 42 metric tonnes of gaswill
be produced daily in this plant to
be set up on 25 acres. The plant
will be ready in a year.
