After 47 Years
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Lucknow: Uttar Pradesh will
soon get its second industrial
city on the lines of Noida in
the Bundelkhand region. The
state cabinet on Tuesday
cleared a proposal for setting
up the Bundelkhand Industri-
al Development Authority un-
der which a new industrial
city will be set up in Jhansi
district, 47 years after Noida
was set up.
