Minister Rakesh Sachan
also encouraged MSME units
to take insurance. Mentio-
ning the destruction of a lar-
ge part of Kanpur's garment
industry due to a massive fi-
re, hesaid that many of theaf.
fected companies did not ha-
ve insurance, “If they had in-
surance, it would have great-
ly benefitted them. Like large
companies, MSMEs too sho-
uld seriously consider get-
ting insurance,” hesaid.

Industries minister Nand
Gopal Nandi said that with
the objective of making UP a
USD 1 trillion economy, the
state government was very
serious about the develop-
ment of industries. Therefo-
re, he sald, setting up of new
Industries was being promo-
ted actively.

“The government stands
with industries. The Trade
Show isuniquein itself and it
isforthefirsttime thatsucha
large show has been arran-
ged. More than 500 buyers
from 70 countries are partici-
pating in the event. It will de-
finitely lead to more invest-
ments coming into UP and le-
ad to generation of employ-
