Lucknow: The inauguration
of the Purvanchal express-
way by Prime Minister Na-
rendra Modi on November 16
will pave the way for a slew of
development projects in eas-
tern UP.

The expressway has been
completed in record 36
months, said UPEIDA CEQ
Awanish Awasthi. “Justa few
patches on the expressway
have been affected by water-
logeing because of heavy ra-
ins, " hesaid.

The Purvanchal express-
way, which will be linked to
Yamuna expressway (connec-
ting Agra with Delhi) via
Lucknow-Agra expressway,
will complete the economicli-
feline to boostdevelopmentin
Uttar Pradesh, said Awasthi.

Industrial areas which
willbepartof Purvanchal Ex-
pressway Industrial Corridor
(PEIC) will comprise 12 dis-
tricts, including eight dis-
tricts of Barabanki, Amethi,
Sultanpur. Avodhya, Ambed-
karnagar, Azamgarh and
Mau through which the ex-
pressway will cut through he-
foreculminating in Ghazipur.
