a cost of Rs 36,230 crore, is being t ipped as the longest expressway in Uttar Pradesh. 

Starting near Bijauli village in Meerut, the expressway w ill extend t ill near Judapur Dandu village 

in Prayagraj . With a better network and interconnectivity of expressways, every end of Uttar 

Pradesh w ill be connected to Lucknow and Delhi. 

The program of laying the foundation stone of Ganga Expressway by PM Modi will begin at 

Railway Ground Rauza from Shahjahanpur at 12 pm. 

Here are the top features of Ganga Expressway 

* The estimated cost of the six-lane Ga nga Expressway is Rs 36,230 crore. 

* The expressway w ill pass through twelve districts including Hapur, Bulandshahr, Amroha, 

Sambhal, Badaun, Shahjahanpur, Hardoi, Unnao, Rae Bareli and Pratapgarh. 

*Seven railway overbridges, 14 major bridges, 126 minor bridges, 375 underpasses, nine public 

convenience complexes, two toll plazas and 15 ramp toll plazas w ill be const ructed in Ganga 

Expressway. 

* Interchange faci lities w ill be available at 17 places on the Ganga Expressway. 

* 3.5 km long airstrip will also be const ructed in Shahjahanpur. 

*Around 18,55,000 t rees w ill be planted along the Ganga Expressway. 

* Due to the Ganga Expressway, agriculture, commerce, tourism and industries w ill get a boost in 

the lesser developed areas of Rohilkhand and Vindhya region. 

* The Ganga Expressway will act as a indust rial corridor t o con nect production units, 

development centers and agricultura l production centers with the nat ional capital. 

*Opportunities will be accessible for the esta blishment of teaching, t ra ining and medical 

institut ions. 

* The Ganga Expressway will play an important role in the establishment of food processing 

units, warehousing, agricultura l markets and milk-based industries. 
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
