The Gorakhpur Link Ex-
pressway is being connected

way, and industrial units
will be established along

both expressways. This ex-
pansion will create numer-
ous job and employment op-
portunities, the CM claimed.

He also emphasized that
entrepreneurs making in-
vestments will not face any
problem.
